INFORMATION DIVIDE IN SOCIO-ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

Abstract

The article is devoted to the information divide in socio-economic development. The essence
and characteristics of information have been determined. It is noted that cogitative processes
related to converting information into knowledge are complex and don’t occur at the same level.
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The conditions of transformation of information into knowledge are considered. It is emphasized
that information consumption is identical to the formation of new knowledge; therefore, its
availability to all consumers is extremely important. The essence of information divide as a
relatively new kind of social inequality is described in the article. The specificity of access to
information under current conditions is characterized. Attention is drawn to the Internet as not
only a source of information that can be converted into knowledge, but also as a quite
controversial mass media institution. It is shown that the Internet combines the capabilities of
other mass media - radio, television and press. Information volumes are constantly increasing
and causing great difficulties with its selection and awareness.
